Who We

Families may find themselves in need of decent
shelter due to a variety of circumstances —

unpredictable rent increases, overcrowded living
conditions, damaged or dilapidated structures,
unsafe neighborhoods, or lack of access to land
and affordable financing.

« 43.6% of renters in DuPage County pay more
than 30% of their income on housing
« 25.5% of mortgage owners in DuPage County are
spending more than 30% of their income on
housing

housing can create financial hardship, especially for

lower-income families. With a limited income, paying a

high rent may not leave enough money for other
expenses, such as food, transportation and medical.
Moreover, high rent reduces the proportion of income a
household can allocate to savings each month.
